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1.Introduction

The order Odonata is one of the ancient groups of insects. Fossil evidences suggest
that origin of this group dates back to Permian (250 million years BP). The adults are
terrestrial and the larvae aquatic. Species are highly specific to particular aquatic
habitat. This habitat specificity makes them an ideal candidate for monitoring health
of freshwater ecosystems. The odonate fauna of India is well studied since Linnaeus
times. During pre independence, scientists such as Selys-Longchamps, Laidlaw and
Fraser have contributed significantly to the knowledge on Indian Odonata. After
independence, most of the work on diversity and distribution of Indian Odonata was
done by scientists of Zoological Survey of India. The scientists such as Drs. Lahiri,
T.R. Mitra, Chhotani, Mahabir Prasad, Joseph, Arun kumar, Srivastava, Raja Ram
Sinha, Kulkarni, Radhakrishnan, Emiliyamma, Gaurav Sharma, Jaffer and Talmale
have published fauna of many states and conservation areas. This has significantly
contributed to the growth of knowledge on Indian Odonata diversity.

The last comprehensive checklist of Odonata of India was published by Prasad and
Varshney (1995). Since then, new species have been discovered from India and some
synonymised. Globally, taxonomic consensus on higher level relationships of the
families has been achieved using methods of molecular systematics and cladistics. The
present checklist incorporates these recent changes in the taxonomy of the group and
provides updated information on Odonata diversity of India. The suborders, families,
genera and species are arranged alphabetically and serially numbered in this checklist.
Non-nominate subspecies names are also provided under each species name. Prasad
and Varshney (1995) publication is considered as a bench mark for this revised
checklist.

2.Diversity of Odonata

Globally 5,740 species of odonates are known of this 470 species in 139 genera and
19 families exist in India. Extant Odonata is broadly divided into three suborders the
Zygoptera or damselflies, Anisozygoptera and the Anisoptera or dragonflies. The
Anisozygoptera with two relict species was earlier recognized as a third suborder of
Odonata. However, recent studies groups Anisozygoptera with Anisoptera or some
authors brings them together under a new name Epiprocta (Anisoptera +
Anisozygoptera) (Trueman, 1996; Lohmann, 1996; Rehn, 2003; Kalkaman et al.,
2008). However, in the present checklist, following world Odonata checklist (Schorr,
Lindeboom and Paulson, 2009) the family Epiophlebiidae is dealt under
Anisozygoptera. An over view of extant global, Oriental and Indian Odonata diversity
is provided in table-1.
