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INTRODUCTION 

This is th~ last in this series of papers, the preceding one was pub1ish~ 
ed in this journal in 1976. It deals with the Diptera of Tirap Division 
collected by Dr. -0. S. Arora during October-November 1971. As in 
the preceding .paper, the geographical distribution is given . only in cases 
where they have not been recorded in any of the earlier papers of the 
series. 

The Families dealt with are TipuJidae, Sciaridae, Asilidae, Stratio­
myidae, Tabanidae, Dolichopodidae, Syrphidae, Sepsidae, Muscidae, 
Celyphidae, Calliphoridae and Sarcophagidae.
