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A SYNOPTIC LIST OF MALLOPHAGA SENS. LAT.

(PHTHIRAPTERA : INSECTA) FROM INDIA AND

ADJACENT COUNTRIES TOGETHER WITH HOST
AND REGIONAL INDICES

I. INTRODUCTION

Mallophaga sens.at. (Phthiraptera : Insecta) includes the small,
dorsoventrally flattened, apterous insects infesting the birds and
mammals. Though apterous, they are often carried to far off places
by their hosts, and this phenomenon is more noticeable in case of those
parasitic on birds, and also at times by phoresy. Due to these reasons,
it is not unusual that one may find the sa.ue species occurring in different
geographical regions in the host range. Ignoring this fact on one hand,
and the non-accessibility to literature on the other, resulted in the de-
scription of many species in the past, which were later proved to be
conspecific with species described earlier. A lot of confusion exists in
the taxonomy of the group, and of late, attempts have been made to
standardize the nomenclature and fixing up of the correct type-hosts.
The Check-lists, or synoptic-lists, serve as ready reckoners for a taxo-
nomist, and also others to have an idea of the fauna of a particular
region. The more frequent enquiries on the parasites or their distribu-
tion to the present author indicate the urgent need of such a list on the
mallophagan parasites of our region, which incidentally provide the
frame work for the Fauna of India (Phthiraptera : Mallophaga sens.
lat) volumes which are now under contemplation by the Zoolo gical
Survey of India. In the present work, all the species so far known from
India, and its adjacent countries have been listed together with the
host and regional indices. It is hoped, that this list would prove useful
not only to the phthiropterologists of the region, but others as well.

Kellogg (1908)!"* published the list of the then known species

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together with their host and locality records. Harrison (1916)? in his
work, tried to clear the several discrepancies in the earlier publicatons
on the genera and species. Bedford (1932)* listed the ectoparasites of
the South African mammals, aves, and reptiles, which includes the
Mallophaga also. Thompson (1938-1950)® published a series papers on
the type-hosts and the lice described from them. Hopkins (1949)¢ gave
an exhaustive account of the host-associations of lice of mammals,
which includes the chewing and sucking-lice as well. Hopkins and Clay
(1952, 1953, 1955)'-® are the most up-to-date lists of Mallophaga and
their type hosts. Emerson (1964)!° published a checklist of Mallophaga
of North America (north of Mexico) and later revised it (Emerson,
1972)11, Price and Emegson (1966-67)'2=12, and Piice (1970)'¢ published

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the new and additional synonymies of Mallophaga which supplement
the lists of Hopkins & Clay (op. cit.). Ansari (1956)!% published the
host list of the Phthirapteran parasites on the Indo-Pakistan mammals
and aves, which is not easily accessible to the workers. Emersan (1973)'¢
though listed the Mallophagan parasites of the birds of Asia, it is far
from complete. Therefore, this Jist originally prepared in 1968, is thorou-
ghly revised in the light of recent researches during this decade and
include the records upto the end of 1974, and also supplemented by
the host-and regional-indices.

II. Scope and format of the Synoptic list

The list is divided into thres parts, viz., Part I. Parasite Index, Part
II. Host Index, and Part III. Regional Index.

1. Classification :

The genera and species have been arranged alphabetically in the
present list as in Hopkins and Clay (op. cit.). The respective genera in
the difforent families of the three suborders (or superfamilies auct.) viz.,
Amblycerophthirina, Ischnocerophthitina, and Rhynchophthirinal?’—18,

2. Listing of the Genera :

The genera are arranged alphabetically as already stated; the
valid genera are given in bold, while those considered as junior homo-

nyms or synonyms are given in italics. In the synonymy, only those
referred in the publications are listed, and therefore, attention is invited
to Hopkins and Clay (1952; 1953; 1953), and Price and Emerson (1966;
1967) in addition to the recent revisionary works for others.

3. Listing of the species :

The valid species are also arranged alphabetically, serially number-
ed, and printed in bold. Where the species is considered as a junior
synonym, it is numbered in parentheses and printed in italics. Where
a species is transferred to another genus, it is given in normal print
and a reference to the genus to which it is transferred is given. The
specific name is followed by the author’s name, year of publication, and
the bibliographic reference; if itis a species transferred from another
genus as a new combination, then the original generic appellation is
given between the year of publication and the bibliographic reference,
but in italics.

4. Host nomenclature :

Under each species, the name of the host(s) as published in the
original citation is given along with the revised name, if any subse-
quent changes are made, In the Part II, viz., the host-index, the list of

avian and mammalian hosts referred to in this work are given. The
orders, families, and species are also numbered. As in the case of
parasite species in part I, the host species are also given in bold, if they
are valid, and otherwise in italics with an index to its senior synonym,
and also its number is placed in parentheses. Alongside the valid host
name, a cross index to the parasitic genera and species reported on it
.are indicated in decimal system. The number on to the left of the
decimal indicates the genus number in Part I (Parasite index) and the
number to the right of the same refers to the species in that genus. For
example, 1.2, indicates the genus numbered 1, i.e. Acidoproctus, and the
species numbered 2, i.e. moschatae. The orders, families, and subfami-
lies are given either in alphabetical sequence or in natural hierarchy,
where well known.

5. Locality Records :

Although it is recognized well that the real locality for a parasite
is its host body, yet the geographical region from where the host has
been actually collected or reported in the original citations is given
after the host name. Besides the species reported from the mainland
India and its associated Islands, those reported from Afghanistan,
Bangladesh, Bhutan, Burma, Nepal, Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Tibet, Sze-
chwan & Yunnan (China), and Turkestan (Russia) are included in this
list. In the Indian limits, both Oriental and Palaearctic fauna inter-
grade with each other together with an Ethiopian element. The present
list does not include however Thailand, Formosa etc., of the Indo-
Chinese subregion; and Malaysia and Indonesian group of Islands of
the Malaysian subregion, which the author hopes to deal with later.
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Where the locality name is changed for various reasons, the one
cited in the original publication is given in parentheses along with
the latest name (as far as practicable). The geographical name follows
that of the host in a square bracket. In case, a species has been reported
from more than one country, then each country is separated by a se-
micolon. The geographical names especially for {India, are after the
Surveyor-General of India’s ““School, Atlas (1961 ed.) and the ‘Reader’s
Digest’s “Great World, Atlas” (1962 ed.).

In Part III, a regional index to the countries dealt with is given.
Under each region, numbers of the genera and species of the parasites
reported from that country are given in the decimal system (vide
supra).

6. Author citation & Bibliography :

If a species has been described from the region under discussion,
the author’s name follows that of the generic or specific applellations,
followed by the year, and its bibliographic reference. The same pro-
cedure is followed for the subsequent records also, but given after the
locality record from where the host has been taken. Full titles of the
papers are not given and attention is invited to the following papers
for further details:
