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205 species of amphibians of 10 families and 33 genera have so far been reported from within the
oolitical boundaries of the Republic of India (Inger and Dutta, 1986; Chanda and Ghosh, 1988; Das,
1990; Dutta, 1992; Deuti, 1996). Of these, 123 species (i.e., 60%) under 8 families and 25 genera are
>onsidered to be endemic to India. In the present paper an attempt has been made to provide a list of
1ll the endemic Indian amphibians together with their type localities and distribution.

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CONCLUSION

Of the 123 endemic species of amphibians in India, 89 species (72 35%) are endemic to the
Western Ghats in south India and 27 species (21 95%) are endemic to North-eastern India.
Therefore, these are the two biodiversity hot spots which require immediate conservation mea-
sures.
